Opening Day Procedure

SCHOOL OPENS, WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7 (See schedule above)
All students in Grades 1 through 6 will line up in the yard.
Stationery
So that all of our students’ materials are uniform in quality and design, students must purchase copybooks, pencil cases, theme tablets and calculators at the school.  However, for items such as pens, crayons, pencils, rulers, and folders, we invite you to take advantage of the back-to-school sales from your local stores.

Calculators for incoming First Graders, new students and students entering Fourth Grade will be available for the first week of school.  The cost is $6.00 (grades 1 through 3) and $20.00 (grades 4 through 8) All students are required to have the school calculators.

Copy books and other required items can be purchased the first week of school.

Help is needed daily to sell stationery from 7:30 t0 8:00 am.  We especially will need help the first week due to the volume of sales.  If you can help, please contact Mrs. Pokoy.
School Bags
All students must carry their books in a sturdy school bag or backpack.  All books must be covered.  Soft back books are to be covered in clear contact paper.  Hard back books are to be covered with cloth covers (book socks) or with paper covers.

Car Lines
In the morning, cars are to be driven around the parking lot, dropping off students to line up in the morning.  For their own safety, all students must enter through the back doors.  When weather is inclement, students are to line up in the gym.  At dismissal, students will exit the building from the middle back doors.

Lateness – Tardy students (after 7:55 am for Grades 7 and 8, after 8:00 am for Kindergarten through Grade Six) must report directly to the office.  It is essential that students be on time each day.  Lateness disrupts the teacher and other students.  Any student who is late more than ten (10) days for the academic year will have a letter from the Principal sent to the parent or guardian.  Upon the next lateness (and every one thereafter) the student will be required to make up the amount of time in an after-school detention beginning at 3:00 pm. that same day.

Lateness due to a doctor’s appointment must be called into the sick line or a note should be sent in the day before.  Although we encourage appointments outside of the school hours, we know that this is not always possible.  Lateness due to these appointments does not count towards the number for detention.

Absences
To protect your child, all students who are absent must be called out by 8:30 am.  Upon returning to school the student must have a note with the reason for being absent.  Absences of three (3) or more days require a doctor’s note.  If no note is received, parental neglect will be recorded for the reason.

Family Vacations
Families taking vacations during the school year must notify the school at least one week prior to the trip.  All necessary make up work will be given when the student returns to school.  Trips are discouraged during the school year.  But, if you must go, please try to look at the Yearly Calendar and travel over long vacation breaks or long weekends.

Pretzels
Pretzels will be sold beginning on Monday, September 12.  The cost is $.50 each.  Pretzel orders will be due on Fridays.  If you do not put your order in, then you will miss pretzels for that week.  Orders will be taken during the first week of school.

Staying For Lunch
Staying for lunch is a privilege.  No nonsense will be tolerated.  Any student sent to the office for inappropriate lunch behavior will receive a detention.  Should a second offense occur, the student will have to go home for lunch for a week.  After a third offense, the student is no longer welcome to stay for lunch for the remainder of the academic year.
Parents, please remind your children of the proper manner in which to eat.  Each student must cover their desk or table with a placemat, napkin or paper towel before eating.  All trash is to be put in the cans provided.  Students are to eat quietly and to stay in their seats.  There is to be no throwing of food, disrespecting the lunch monitor or harassing of another student.  Manners and proper etiquette are a necessary part of your child’s education.  Please take time to help us teach them this.

A lunch fee of $70.00 per year is assessed each family.  This fee is used to cover the cost of paying the monitor $5.00 per day.  The fee can be paid in full at the beginning of the year or in semi-annual installments.  The first half of $35.00 is due by October 1st.
