MANDATED REPORTER TRAINING SESSIONS

According to Pennsylvania law, any person who comes into contact with children in the course of his or her employment, occupation or professional practice is considered a mandated child abuse reporter.  The Commonwealth makes no distinction between paid and non-paid personnel.  Accordingly, volunteers who come into contact with children in the course of their volunteer duties are considered mandated reporters.

Volunteers who come into regular contact with children MUST COMPLETE A ONE-HOUR SESSION.  A schedule of the sessions follows.
